Parent Code of Conduct
Moorpark Girls Softball
 
Youth sports exist to teach children teamwork, resilience, sportsmanship, and a love of the game. As a parent or guardian, you play a vital role in shaping that experience — for your child, for other players, and for the entire Moorpark Girls Softball community. By participating in our program, you agree to uphold the following standards at all games, practices, and events.
1. Sportsmanship & Respect
1. Treat all players, coaches, officials, and other parents with dignity and respect at all times.
1. Accept all officiating decisions gracefully. Never argue with, berate, or confront referees or umpires.
1. Applaud good play from both teams. Win graciously and lose with class.
1. Refrain from negative comments about opposing players, coaches, or families.
1. Model the behavior you want your child to demonstrate on the field.
2. Sideline Behavior
1. Cheer positively. Encourage all players — not just your own child.
1. Never coach from the sidelines. Trust the coaches to direct the players during games and practices.
1. Stay within designated spectator areas. Do not enter the field, dugout, or bench area without permission.
1. Keep noise and celebrations appropriate for the age of the players.
1. Silence or step away from the playing area if you need to take a phone call.
3. Your Child’s Experience
1. Emphasize effort, improvement, and fun over wins and statistics.
1. Avoid placing undue pressure on your child before, during, or after games.
1. Support your child’s participation regardless of playing time or position.
1. Discuss concerns about your child’s development privately with coaches at an appropriate time — never during a game.
1. Encourage your child to communicate directly with coaches as they grow and develop.
4. Communication with Coaches & Staff
1. Approach coaches and league staff with respect and professionalism at all times.
1. Allow 24 hours after a game before raising concerns with coaches (“the 24-hour rule”).
1. Schedule conversations in advance rather than approaching coaches before or after games.
1. Direct league-level concerns to the appropriate administrator, not to coaches on the field.
1. Refrain from communicating with coaches or staff via social media regarding team decisions.
5. Zero Tolerance
The following behaviors will result in immediate removal from the facility and possible suspension or expulsion from the league:
1. Use of profanity, obscene language, or abusive speech toward anyone.
1. Threatening or intimidating players, coaches, officials, or other spectators.
1. Physical contact of any aggressive or threatening nature.
1. Harassment or bullying of any kind, including on social media.
1. Possession or use of alcohol, tobacco, or controlled substances at youth events.
1. Discrimination of any kind based on race, gender, ability, or any other protected characteristic.
6. Social Media & Online Conduct
1. Do not post negative or critical content about players, coaches, officials, or other families online.
1. Obtain permission before posting photos or videos of children who are not your own.
1. Represent the league positively in all online spaces.
1. Report any online harassment involving league participants to the appropriate administrator.
